This unit retains the ability to reduce chlorine, chemicals, metallic taste 
and odor associated with ordinary carbon block filters, and in addition 
provides a comprehensive microbiological interception (virus, bacteria, 
cysts) at greater than 99.9% of organisms. Organic tests included 
Salmonella, E-coli, Cholera, Hepatitis A, Norwalk virus, Toxoplasma,

Installation 
 
 

 
1. Installing batteries 

Slide off the battery cover and put in 2 
AAA batteries (supplied), then slide 
back to replace the battery cover (Fig. 
1). 

 
 
 
 

2. Faucet Connection 
Take out the faucet aerator.  If the 
screw threads are visible, connect the 
diverter valve by screwing it counter-
clockwise until tight (Fig. 2). 

 
 
 
 
 
 

If the threads are not visible, screw the 
faucet adapter and washer inside the 
faucet, then connect the diverter valve 
by screwing it counterclockwise until 
tight (Fig. 3). 



Operation 
 
 
 

1.   Operating 
Once the diverter valve is tight on 
the faucet the purifier is ready to 
serve safe, good tasting drinking 
water.  Turn on the faucet and pull 
out the handle of the diverter valve 
(Fig. 4).  After water starts 
flowing, let it run a few minutes on 
first use to carry out fine carbon 
particles.  Note:  These particles 
are not harmful to human health. 
 
 
 
 
The filter monitor LCD displays 
the remaining time in days.  It 
cycles through days, remaining 
filter life and flow in liters per 
minute each time DISPLAY is 
pressed.  The display turns off in 
10 seconds to save battery power 
when the purifier is not in use.   

 
2. End of filter life alert 
The filter monitor LED blinks and 
the unit generates an audible sound 
when the filter reaches the end of 
life.  The filter cartridge needs to 
be replaced immediately for safety. 



 
 
 

Filter Replacement 
 

1.  Replace filter cartridge 
 

Use the plastic wrench to twist the 
housing counter-clockwise.  Take out the 
old filter cartridge and install a new one, 
then twist the housing clockwise until 
snug. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

2.  Reset 
After the filter cartridge is replaced, press 
the RESET button to reset the filter 
capacity remaining display from zero to 
2500 liters or 180 days. 



Battery Replacement 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

When the battery power is low, the electronic monitor generates an audible sound 
and blinks the battery symbol on the upper right corner of the LCD.  The batteries 
should be replaced by two alkaline batteries (not standard or heavy-duty 
batteries).   
 
Once the batteries are replaced, the alert status is reset. The unit once again will 
display remaining filter life in days or liters, or liters/min as last displayed. 
 
In the unlikely event that reprogramming is necessary, perform the following 
steps: 
 

1. Press and hold DISPLAY, then RESET until the LED flashes OFF.  

2. Within 10 seconds, press DISPLAY 5 times until 2500 liters is displayed. 

3. Within 10 seconds, press RESET. 

4. Within 10 seconds, press DISPLAY 6 times until 180 days is displayed. 

5. Wait 10 seconds until the display turns off.  The unit is now programmed.  
Pressing DISPLAY repeatedly alternately displays filter life in days, liters, 
and flow in liters/min.  Leave it set in the mode you wish to see displayed. 

 

Warranty 
 
The unit is warranted for 1 year against defects in labor and materials.  A returned 
unit will be repaired or replaced at the discretion of WFL.
